Year 11/13 Mock Examinations 
 
I am writing to inform you of our decision to move the date of the upcoming Year 11/13 mock 
examination period.  
 
The mock exams would ordinarily take place in January/February of each year.  As you are 
probably aware, the Government recently altered the GCSE and A-level examination dates and so 
we would like to use this extra time to ensure students are fully prepared for their next mocks.  The 
results of these will give teachers vital information on areas of strengths, weaknesses and 
misconceptions at an individual level.  Therefore, we have taken the decision that the mock exams 
will now take place 1st – 12th March 2021. 
 
A full mock examination timetable will be published nearer the time.  In the meantime, students 
should be preparing by revising each section of the syllabus carefully.  Students may also wish to 
attend one of our Period 13 Revision Sessions after school.  Staff will be working with students on 
revision techniques in tutorials as well as in lesson.   
 
Between now and the mock exams, teachers will be working with students in class on pre-
assessments tasks, such as revision activities, past exam paper practice and extended writing 
practice. At home, students should be using a range of different revision resources such as GCSE 
Pod and Seneca Learning as well as their class notes.  It is important that students are well 
prepared for these exams and have revised fully.   
  
We have also set up a Revision Hub within our website where we will be sharing revision 
techniques and exam support.  Some information relating to Year 11 has already been added and 
support for Year 13 will be added in due course.  Please keep checking this area of our website 
regularly as resources will continue to be added.
