Confirmation of your Place:

Notification of interview dates for internal applicants will be via your Form Tutor. External applicants will receive
notification of interview by email.

Interviews will be held during the Spring Term and candidates will discuss their offering at interview.

The courses currently offered may be withdrawn subject to student numbers. Students will be informed

at interview if this is a possibility based on their study choices, and confirmation made following Results

Day.

September All subjects will carry out an early suitability assessment in September.
Assessment Students who do not achieve a pass in a subject will be advised to take an alternative subject.

However, in exceptional circumstances, where a student does not pass the majority of their
subjects, they will be advised and supported in seeking alternative Post-16 provision.
