For their swimming lessons, your child will require:

Students will be escorted over to Swan Pool Leisure Centre before the lesson, where the teacher will sign
them in at Reception then take the class to get changed in the changing facilities. They will have the use
of the showers and a locker during their swimming lesson. There are suitable hair dryers and mirrors
