Study Leave 2026 
Year 13 study leave will begin for all students on Monday 1st June 2026. During this time, students are still able to 
attend school and access the study spaces as normal. Equally, if they still have exams in their subjects, their class 
teachers will be available, as normal, during their timetabled lesson times for the students. Students should 
communicate with their teachers about what these lessons will cover and whether they intend to attend. This will 
allow the teachers to prepare as effectively as possible.
