Subject: Personal Development
Year group: Year 11

Periods per fortnight: 1

INTENT:

Personal Development at The Buckingham School allows students to have the understanding, attitudes, knowledge and
skills they need to live responsible, healthy, safe and fulfilled lives. Furthermore, students are able to share their views
and opinions, and become more self-confident both in and outside of the classroom.

Personal Development in Year 11 allows students to further develop their knowledge and understanding of a wide range
of themes, as well as consider how a variety of topics impact others.

The promotion of the school virtues (ambition, curiosity, empathy, respect, confidence, resilience and integrity) is a key

focus of the Personal Development curriculum. All students are able to be involved and have access to the
opportunities and experiences. Our aim is for our students to leave The Buckingham School as well-rounded
individuals, who display our school virtues.
