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Coursework outline
Students are required to conduct a practical investigation, into an idea, issue, concept or theme, supported by written material. The focus of the investigation must be identified independently by the student and must lead to a finished outcome or a series of related finished outcomes.
The investigation should be a coherent, in-depth study that demonstrates the student’s ability to construct and develop a sustained line of reasoning from an initial starting point to a final realisation.
The investigation must show clear development from initial intentions to the final outcome or outcomes. It must include evidence of the student’s ability to research and develop ideas and relate their work in meaningful ways to relevant critical/contextual materials.
The investigation must be informed by, an aspect of contemporary or past practice of artists, photographers, designers or craftspeople.
Summer preparation.
You will need to come up with a starting point (theme) for your personal investigation (coursework)
This needs to be broad enough to allow you to investigate various avenues, which you can then, narrow down to more specific areas of focus later on.
Your starting point (theme) can be just a word. You should then mind map this word to create avenues to investigate. You will also need to find artists that link to your starting point and take photos, visit places/galleries to further, support your theme.
Most importantly, your starting point must be something that you are interested in, something that will hold your focus, something that you want to investigate.You really need to do your research. A good starting point will take you on a journey. 
You need to think creatively and outside the box.
Try not to plan too far in advance; you need to see where it takes you.
Your ideas need to be mature.
